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What are the different ELICOS programs?
= Beginner English:
focuses on the development of basic English
language skills for students with little or no
previous experience learning English.

Elementary English:

focuses on the development of basic
communication skills for educational and
social needs.

= Intermediate English:
develops communication and language
skills to a level where students can function
effectively in an English speaking
environment.

Upper Intermediate English:

builds language skills necessary for
participation in a wide range of social and
vocational activities. During this course
some work on English for Academic
Purposes is introduced. Students who pass
Upper Intermediate can gain direct entry
into International Foundation at the
University of Newcastle.

= Advanced English for Academic
Purposes(EAP): develops all
language skills with an emphasis on skills
relevant to tertiary study. Essay and report
writing, note-taking, preparation for tutorials,
strategies for listening to and understanding
lectures, undertaking research, discussion
and oral presentations are included.
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Students who pass the Advanced English
for Academic Purposes course can gain
direct entry into University of Newcastle
degree programs.

Students need to buy textbooks costing up
to $100 for each course.

How does it work?

You will be given a placement test when you
arrive and placed in the class which suits your
level. Each course is ten weeks long. There are
assessment tasks during and at the end of each
course to see if you are ready to progress to the
next level.

As part of the course at each level, students
participate in educational excursions enabling
them to visit some of the local areas of beauty
and interest, such as Blackbutt Nature reserve,
beaches, museums, Hunter Valley vineyards and
Port Stephens.
